‘Obama’s Moment of Clarity: The President has finally recognized he has a spending problem and is asking Congress to initiate an intervention’
 
(ARLINGTON, VA) – “President Obama is finally seeking a Congressional intervention on his behalf to help control his addiction to runaway spending,” Scott Wheeler, Executive Director of the National Republican Trust PAC said. “The President is trying to rehab his image by asking Congress to intervene and help him reign in his habitual spending habits.” The National Republican Trust PAC (NRT PAC), the nation’s third largest political action committee, reacted ahead of President Obama’s State of the Union’s speech proposing a three-year freeze on discretionary spending. 
 
“The President has finally recognized that he has a spending problem and is asking Congress to initiate an intervention and enter him into a rehab program,” Wheeler said. 
 
“But if the President is really serious about rolling back the trillion-dollar spending that his Administration committed to, he needs to return any unspent money to the wallets of hard-working Americans, instead of scoring political rhetoric and points with his cronies.  To cure what this problem he needs a real fiscal restraint program not a campaign oriented publicity stunt.” stated Wheeler. 
 
The President needs a four-step rehab program to cure his spending addiction and save the American taxpayer from a fiscal downward spiral.  


(1) He must admit his addiction and recognize the U.S. budget is not a political slush fund. 

(2) He must start the spending freeze immediately and go cold turkey.  An effective spending freeze must remove the budget gimmicks and exemptions that make his current proposal pointless.  

(3) He must return the more than $500 billion of unused, failed stimulus back to the American people.  

(4) He must live up to his own campaign promises and refuse to sign any bill with earmarks.  

“The American people will ultimately get to decide if President Obama is a ‘good two-term president or a disastrous one-term president.  We live in a democracy and this democracy has spoken loud and clear:  we want and need jobs now, we want to feed our families and keep a roof over our heads,” noted Wheeler.  “If the President can’t deliver, then the future generations who must carry the burden will be the ultimate judge of whether he was a “very good” president or not.
